Abstract. The article examines the problem of
inadequate sanitary condition of the English
capital in the 14th century and the attempts
taken by official authorities — royal and
municipal — to solve it, incl. against the
backdrop of a plague epidemic. Based on the

royal orders addressed to the London
magistrate and the data from research
literature, the author identifies and

characterizes the main steps of the Crown and
City administrations aimed at correcting the
situation, considering, in particular, the history
of the creation of two new cemeteries: East and
West Smithfield and some controversial issues
associated with it, for example, the problem of
the authorship of the project, its
implementation and the degree of the
government’s participation in that. Estimates
of the number, age and gender composition of
the victims of the Black Death buried here are
also provided. The results of the investigation
lead the author to the conclusion that, despite
its obvious significance, the issue of the
neglected sanitary condition of London did not
receive a comprehensive solution in the
century under review, since it became relevant
only if a critical level risked being reached,
when, due to objective reasons, it could no
longer be ignored. This also determined the
impossibility of developing those few
measures taken into a full-fledged state policy.
At the same time, the need for changes in the
field of municipal hygiene, aggravated by the
epidemic, contributed to the intensification of
public initiative, supported or directed by the
monarch. Thus, a new impetus was given to the
dialogue between the royal and municipal
authorities in  the development and
implementation of a unified sanitation policy.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the topical
problem in the scientific and socio-political
space associated with the formation of the image
of the “enemy”. This issue is considered on the
example of the English caricature in the era of the
Napoleonic wars. Caricature is still actively used
in the information space, which makes it an
important part of political discourse. From its
inception to the present day, caricature has been
an effective mechanism for reflecting the image
of the “other” and the image of the “enemy”.
English cartoonists managed to create a certain
idea about the most popular episodes and
personalities of the Napoleonic wars and about
the images and stereotypes that existed at that
time. The most striking of them were the images
of “bloodthirsty sans-culottes” led by the
“Corsican monster” in the person of Napoleon.
Foreign events were perceived by cartoonists
through the prism of British interests. That is why
the main attention in these images was given to
France, as one of the main opponents. The author
of the article, based on the caricatures of one of
the most famous cartoonists of the “golden age”
J. Gillray and his students, comes to the
conclusion that the legacy of English satirical
graphics of the mid-18th — early 19th centuries. —
a vivid example of the formation of the image of
the “enemy”. Thanks to the analysis of the
cartoons, the main components of the image of
not only the French emperor, but also his Great
Army were identified. It was concluded that these
components were firmly entrenched in the form
of stereotypes not only in the British
consciousness, but also in the European one, and
continue to exist to this day.

Abstract. The Siberian corps of the Russian Army
defended the territories of Western and Eastern
Siberia. The purpose of the paper is to study the
biographies of the Siberian Corps commanders in
1777-1789, the tasks are to study the biographies
of N. G. Ogarev and N. S. Fedtsov, the Siberian
Corps generals. The methodological basis of the
work is the most important principles of historical
science — historicism, scientific objectivity and
consistency. The research is based on biographical,
descriptive, problem-chronological, structural,
guantitative and comparative-historical methods.
The results of the study make it possible to restore
the main stages of the biographies of the Siberian
Corps commanders, Lieutenant General N. G.
Ogarev and Major General N. S. Fedtsov. Generals
N. G. Ogarev and N. S. Fedtsov belonged to old
Russian noble families, landowners. Generals N.
G. Ogarev and N. S. Fedtsov were almost the same
age and began serving as soldiers in the Guard
regiments — Izmailovsky and Horse Guards, which
allowed them to become army officers at the age of
20. N. G. Ogarev and N. S. Fedtsov passed the hard
school of the Seven Years' War, later participated
in the wars with the Ottoman Empire and with the
Confederates of Poland. As a result of their
participation in these conflicts, officers N. G.
Ogarev and N. S. Fedtsov were able to make a
successful military career in the Russian army. The
Military Collegium promoted N. G. Ogarev and N.
S. Fedtsov to generals and sent them to command
the distant Siberian Corps. In Siberia, the generals
carried out the transformation of the military forces
of the Siberian Corps according to the plan by the
president of the Military College, Field Marshal G.
A. Potemkin.

Abstract. Ethnic stereotypes largely determine
the actions of an individual during his contacts
with strangers — representatives of a different
culture. At the same time, these actions, like
stereotypes, are not permanent. The objective of
the paper is to study the evolution of the attitude
to the Yugra aborigines at the turn of the 19" —
20" centuries. To achieve it, it is necessary to
address the local sociocultural realities.
Information about them is reflected in various
historical and ethnographic sources, which, in
particular, can include some works of fiction. A
special place belongs to the genre of Christmas
(Yuletide) stories, which specifics are usually
studied by literary scholars. At the same time,
provincial literature often contains information
about the perception of aborigines by the Russian
population. The specifics of the study required
the use of an interdisciplinary approach, in which
the theoretical developments of literary criticism
complement  historical and  ethnographic
methods. The results obtained indicate an
ambivalent attitude to interethnic contacts with
the peoples of the North in Russian culture.
Images of the aborigines were associated with
potential threats from another world. And, at the
same time, they acted as victims of deception,
violence and rejection by bearers of genuine
Christian virtues. In addition, there was a
noticeable difference in value judgments
between folk and official culture. Folk culture
tended towards stability, repetition and cyclical
nature. On the contrary, the official culture with
its European rationalism, was oriented towards
the values of progress. Christmas stories by
peripheral writers complemented by ethnic
flavor were the evidence of something new in
the public consciousness. At the regional level,
the importance of interethnic communication and
ethnic tolerance increased. The disparate
components of Russian culture gradually came
closer together, although these processes were
not yet completed. Only further consideration of

Abstract. In modern historical literature the
problem of the formation and development of river
companies is actively studied by historians, which
allows us to trace the formation of new forms of
economic relations, primarily in remote regions.
But the development of entrepreneurial companies
is primarily associated with customers, consumers,
and potential clients. The transportation of
passengers at the end of the 19th — beginning of the
20th centuries, including in the Ob-Irtysh water
basin, became a popular commercial service,
which, in the absence of alternative transportation
options, brought in good income. The purpose of
this article is to show the organization and
dynamics of passenger transportation in the Ob-
Irtysh water basin. In preparing this work, a
statistical method and a method of selective
analysis of data from the reporting documentation
of several river companies were used. This made it
possible to identify not only categories and groups
of passengers of river companies, but also to show
the conditions of accommodation during
transportation along the rivers of the Ob-Irtysh
water basin. Although there were seven groups of
passengers transported, the main customers of this
service were local residents, and the most
profitable client was the state. These conclusions
confirm the opinion of contemporaries, as well as
the conclusions of historians about the interest of
all participants in the process of commodity-money
relations in Western Siberia in the development of
not only railway transport, but also river transport.
Sources also indicate that large river transport
companies sought to diversify their capital by
investing it in areas that had just taken shape in the
Ob-Irtysh  water basin. Of interest is the
organization of passenger transportation both by
the company itself and under contracts with the
executive authorities of local routes in the Ob
North.

Abstract. The subject of the article is the little-
studied issues of the state of health care and
socio-cultural sphere of Khanty-Mansiysk
National District (1941-1945). The conditions
and factors of changes are determined; the main
tasks and their implementation in the studied
spheres based on the introduction of new
documents into the scientific circulation. In the
center of attention is the analysis of the factors
that influenced the financial, personnel, material
support of the state institutions in the changed
wartime conditions. The author reveals the
existence of typical problems in the situation of
health care, education and culture, ways of
overcoming difficulties. Much attention in the
article is paid to the analysis of facts showing
the work of the health care system within the
framework of the tasks defined by the People's
Commissariat for Health of the USSR to protect
the health of the population (children are in the
first place), to prevent epidemics. In the state of
school affairs, the discussion issues concerning
the number of schools, the contingent of
students at different levels of education, the
problem of universal education coverage of
children aged 8-15, the number and staffing of
teachers are characterised. The material on staff
training in the district's specialised secondary
educational institutions is  systematised,
guantitative indicators and conditions of
activity, teachers’ and students’ material and
living conditions are analysed. The cultural
sphere was financed on a residual principle, in
fact, it deprived of the district centralised
management, but made its best contribution to
the solution of problems on cultural services to
the population, being a transmitter of state-
patriotic ideas. The author formulates the
conclusion that health care, education and
culture, despite the enormous difficulties of
wartime, in general withstood the tests, fulfilled
the assigned tasks, and as a very significant part
of the home front, contributed to the victory in

Scientific
novelty and practical significance of the
presented materials are determined by the
introduction of new archival documents into the
scientific turnover, clarification and expansion
of ideas about socio-cultural processes in the
region, their theoretical understanding on the
basis of modernisation paradigm and system
approach. The obtained new knowledge,
systematised and structured, can be applied both
in scientific research and in the educational
process, as well as in socio-cultural projects of
the Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous District. It is
quite obvious that the interpretation of the
history of Yugra during the war years as a rear
area needs a significant expansion of the
traditional topics and setting new research
problems. It is necessary to pay attention to
different aspects of life on the home front,
including the social sphere. The complexity of
the military era (including everyday life of
different categories of people in the district: the
main population, temporary (evacuees) and
special contingent) requires the identification of
peculiarities in their social, material and
economic situation. There is a need to rethink
the subjects related not only to the analysis of
the effectiveness of the Party and state
management structures in the spheres of health
care, education and culture, but also to the legal
situation, the real role of the ruling Communist
Party, and in a broader context — to find out the
key characteristics of the military-political
regime and its relationship with society on the
materials of the region.

Abstract. For the Soviet Union, which won
the Great Patriotic War and made a decisive
contribution to the victory of the Allies in
World War 1l, the post-war period was
marked by the urgent need for a forced
recovery of the economy suffering seriously
as a result of significant human losses, the
destruction of industrial enterprises,
disruption in logistics links, the interruption
of trade relations between various subjects
of socialist economy. The State Arbitration
of the USSR as a body with judicial and
administrative functions became one of the
state mechanisms to carry out the restoration
process in the post-war Soviet economy. In
this historical period the resolution of
disputes between economic entities, as well
as control over the execution of decisions on
these disputes pursued the goal to ensure the
smooth functioning and interaction of Soviet
enterprises and institutions. Through the use
of narrative, historical-comparative,
chronological and statistical methods of
historical research the article, based on a
wide range of historical literature and
archival sources introduced into scientific
circulation for the first time, reveals an
attempt to analyze the activities of the USSR
State Arbitration in the period from 1946 to
1953, since during this period the activities
of the body were directly related to
restoration of the post-war Soviet economy.
In order to identify the main activities of the
USSR State Arbitration in the post-war
period related to the restoration of the post-
war Soviet economy, the paper pays great
attention to the statistical data contained in
archival sources. Noting the role of the
USSR State Arbitration in the system of state

Abstract. The article analyzes the Soviet
practices of financing the operation of highways
in the Tyumen North in the mid-1960s — early
1970s. Based on the materials of state and
municipal archives, as well as the memoirs of
road users of the Tyumen region, with the help
of historical-genetic and historical-comparative
methods, an attempt is made to show
departmental interests and features of regional
lobbying practices during the formation of
contributions from enterprises of the Khanty-
Mansiysk and Yamalo-Nenets national districts
to the so-called “road fund” of the Tyumen
Region for the operation of highways within the
framework of the decree of the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet of the RSFSR (April 7, 1959).
The main problems of financing the repair and
maintenance of highways, which led to
contradictions between the Soviet authorities at
the regional and district levels, are identified.
Interdepartmental conflicts between
Tyumenavtodor’s management and enterprises
of the national districts were an active
continuation of regional contradictions. The
essence of the main contradictions in the period
under study was the departmental affiliation of
the highways of the Tyumen North. They did not
belong to local or regional public roads and
could not be repaired at the expense of
deductions received by decree from enterprises
and organizations in national districts. Among
the practices of administration by the road
industry, directive planning for the year and the
formation of a task for the shared participation
of enterprises of the districts played an important
role. The author comes to the conclusion that
enterprises and organizations of the national
districts sought to reduce the amount of
monetary contributions for the repair and
construction of highways and redistribute funds
to the district or city budget at the enterprise’s

Abstract. The paper is concerned with the
prerequisites of the creation of the labour armies
during the Civil War in Soviet Russia (1917—
1921), the main functions and results of these
armies’ operations. The conclusion is made that
labour armies were an imminent part of military
communism, they never happened to be
employed as the Red Army’s reserve but as a
tool of militarizing the country’s economy and
policies. The evolution of the organized labour
units took two directions. Firstly, standardized
units were being gradually organized instead of
numerous and miscellaneous detachments that
made the core of the labour armies in 1920.
Another tendency consisted in reducing the
number of excessive managerial staff that
required additional resources. It is noted that the
massive use of the armed forces for labour
purposes is always a reaction to the critical
situation in which a country finds itself, when
neither political nor economic challenges can be
responded to by standard means. Thus, the
employment of militarized labour units at
peacetime can never be justified. On the whole,
labour armies proved effective as an emergency
means of tackling economic problems and
ensuring immediate economic operations.
Despite the limited time span in which the
labour armies had operated, they left a clear
impact on the further course of events in Soviet
Russia.

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Russian historiography considers military communism primarily as the Bolshevik system of
emergency measures aimed at the victory in the Civil War, with this system being regarded by
certain contemporary state and communist leaders and their adherents as a tool of building
socialism and communism. The prerequisites and the results of this policy still incite disputes
among historians [See 1-3; 15; 20 etc.].

To a greater or lesser extent, military communism penetrated all branches of the country’s
economy: economic management, industry and agriculture, commerce and distribution, finance.
One of the leading principles on which the economy was based consisted in the rebuilding of
industrial relations on the grounds of compulsory labour conscription. That implied far more than
the implementation of the well-known slogan He who doesn 't work doesn 't eat either. The labour
market forces were to be taken over by a carefully planned, systematic distribution and
redistribution of labour. The surplus-appropriation system was introduced to confiscate the bread
surplus if a peasant was thought to have harvested too much. Moreover, human labour was no
more considered to be an individual’s property. Every citizen was to work in an environment where
their professional background or practical skills would be most beneficial to the country’s
economy, that is, eventually, in the workplace the Soviet Union would order them to come to.

Communism was supposed to establish the new form of labour which would be plan-based,
science-based, conscience-based, exploitation-free, antagonist conflict-free, common, and
creative. According to V.I. Lenin, “Communist labour ... is unpaid work ... without expecting a
reward, without asking a reward, work as the habit to contribute to the common cause” [16, p.
315].

However, the president of the Council of People’s Commissars and his colleagues did not
have a clear idea of how the Communist labour would prevail in Russia within the shortest possible
period of time. Therefore, they had no other choice but to recur to occasional experiments in the
field of labour relations.

It is well-known what great importance the Bolshevik leaders attached to community
cleanup days and socialist competition as well as some other radically new forms of labour among
peasants and industry workers. Nevertheless, the numbers of conscientious and overenthusiastic
workers did not meet the expectations of the new authorities, as these numbers turned out to be
not as impressive as anticipated and the new forms of organized labour proved obviously
insufficient to match the needs of the national economy at the time of the civil war and deepening
economic crisis. The country’s population seemed completely unprepared for the immediate
transition to the Communist labour, which necessitated new forms of organized labour, with labour
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enforcement being the dominant one, while financial and moral motivation was reduced to a
minimum or did not exist as such altogether.

At first, labour enforcement was supposed to be applied to “exploitation classes” only, but
as the time went by, it became evident that this enforcement was spreading over all walks of life.
The compulsory labour conscription being ever replaced by the free labour market was totally out
of question. It was believed that the sheer process of work in combination with the propaganda of
its usefulness and indispensability would reshape the mentality of anti-Communist proponents.
This conception implied that no modification of state-workforce relations would be required as
workforce itself would accept this system as the only possible solution, thus making no
enforcement necessary.

In practice, the compulsory labour conscription existed in a variety of forms: militarization
of labour in industry, involvement of the population into occasional work activities that required
no special qualifications, such as lumber production, transportation of goods, community cleanups,
etc.

One of the forms of manifestation of the compulsory labour conscription was labour armies
— military units retracted from the front or specially created in Soviet Russia to fulfill the economic
tasks during the Civil War and to facilitate the transition to the new economic policy.

The reasons which underlay the creation of the labour armies were as follows:

1) the Bolshevik theoretical ideas on the ways and forms of organizing the armed forces and
regulating labour relations in the post-capitalist period, which resulted from the conception of the
general militarization of the population and compulsory labour for everyone [6, p. 539; 17, p. 42;
18, p. L etc.];

2) the practice of involving the army and various forms of militarized labour into fulfilling
the economic tasks during World War One and the Civil War;

3) the remaining threatening activities of the anti-Bolshevik forces combined with the
economic hardships undermined the plans of reducing the armed forces and made the new
Bolshevik authorities think of rational ways of employing the military units while they were not
needed in the hostilities.

Generally speaking, both labour armies and military communism were of dual nature. On
the one hand, the Bolshevik conception of the organization of the armed forces, labour relations,
and methods of implementing their principles had an immediate impact on the state economic
policy. On the other hand, the shape which the labour armies eventually took in terms of the
militarization of industry and the compulsory labour conscription could not possibly have been
foreseen. The Bolshevik decision-making was conditioned by the practical needs of minimizing
risks of losing political power if anything went wrong and their vast experience in politics
alongside intuitive solutions.

During the Civil War many of the decisions made and measures taken were a product of
improvisation, generated by objective and subjective circumstances. Consequently, the labour
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armies are also to be regarded as a spur-of-the-moment tool used to serve the Bolshevik doctrine
on the basis of the previous experience.

The labour armies were conceived in the hope to tackle the economic downturn and make
the transition to the compulsory labour conscription system within as short as possible and as
smooth as possible. Alongside the community cleanup days the labour armies were thought of as
the new powerful engine that would drive the whole mechanism of Soviet Russia to the bright
future, as a specific bridge to the epoch of conscientious, goodwill-based labour. Yet, the labour
armies were definitely not the form of organizing labour relations once the communism had been
built, they could only be employed as an effective instrument of making this transition easier. The
labour armies were a result of an experiment, which was based on the hope that the army of
workers and peasants that had defeated the “White Guardians” and was full of revolutionary
enthusiasm would prove efficient in completing any other type of task, rather than a detailed
calculation and a deep, comprehensive analysis of the labour potential of the armed forces.

The transformation of the armed forces into the labour armies became a large-scale
enterprise early in 1920 during the so-called “peace break”, which followed the defeat of the major
anti-Bolshevik forces in Eastern and Southern Russia. In 1920-21 eight labour armies were
formed: the First Revolutionary Army in the Urals, the Second Revolutionary Army in the lower
Volga Region and North-West Turkestan, the Second Special Army in the middle Don Region that
bordered on the south-east railways, the Petrograd Army, The Ukrainian Army, the Caucasus
Army, the Donetsk Army, and the Siberian Army. In practice, the Reserve Army in the middle
Volga Region was another labour army. Furthermore, the rear military detachments deployed in
various military districts of the country or retracted from the front were also involved into serving
the economic tasks.

Four major stages in employing the organized military labour can be distinguished.

The first stage (until January — mid-April 1920) witnessed some of the active armies being
used for contributing to economic ends. The labour tasks were assigned to the military units that
had the typical army system of command and organization, thus these units could be swiftly sent
back to the front.

The second stage (until April 1921) was marked by the employment of miscellaneous labour
groups for labour purposes, though in most cases these groups kept the military structure and were
subject to the Revolutionary Military Council of the Republic. The troops were being replaced by
engineering, building, lumber production and other units that were deployed to the key industrial
and agricultural sites. The reserve armies (the Second Special Army, the Reserve Army) gradually
adopted the practice of separation of the labour units from the staff charged with the training of
the new military detachments.

The third stage (April — December 1921) was connected with the labour units of the Red
Army coming under the jurisdiction of the People’s Commissariat for Labour. The reform resulted
in all the labour units and armies being integrated into eight labour districts. Standardized units
were organized — labour brigades with a common numeration, a centralized system of command
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and provisioning, as one brigade of this type was to be quartered in every administrative unit of
the country.

The fourth stage (1922) was the period when former labour units were transformed into state
labour brigades, funded by the government and designated to maintain the leading role of the state
in the employment of mass labour forces in the New Economic Policy.

The evolution of the organized labour units took two directions. Firstly, standardized units
were being gradually organized instead of numerous and miscellaneous detachments that made the
core of the labour armies in 1920. Another tendency consisted in reducing the number of excessive
managerial staff that required additional resources. The army-based structure of labour units
generated excessive supplies, which were employed for the maintenance of army facilities. Thus,
the multi-layer army hierarchy (platoon, squadron, battalion, regiment, brigade, division, army)
was being step by step substituted by labour brigades, i. e. a type of elementary production unit
which was immediately subordinate to the command and did not require large technical staff. This
allowed increasing the number of troops employed for production purposes to 50-80% by the early
1922 instead of 20-50% in 1920 according to the labour units’ payrolls. However, the labour
armies eventually lost their army structure to turn into typical labour teams.

A comprehensive analysis of the pattern of the labour armies reveals that during the Soviet-
Polish war in 1920 they functioned not as just a labour-purpose reserve of the Red Army, which
could be swiftly forwarded to the front in case of emergency, but rather as an element of the
military communism system that mirrored the high level of militarization of the country’s policies
and economy.

The labour armies differed greatly in the number of troops they had at their disposal. For
instance, the Ukrainian Labour Army incorporated 6,000—7,000 troops in the early March 1920,
while the First Revolutionary Labour Army payrolls showed a massive 170,000 men in January
1920. The overall number of troops which were immediately employed for labour purposes within
the spring — autumn period in 1920 remained relatively stable, and amounted to as much as
250,000-300,000 men [See 21, p. 69; 22, p. 3, 24; 23, p. 106-111], although by the early 1921
these numbers went down to 210,000 to fall further on to as low as 75,000 troops by the end of the
same year [See 7, p. 3-4; 8, p. 1-2; 10, p. 143-145].

The manning of the labour armies came not only from the fighting troops and conscripts, but
was also made up of regular army technical experts, former deserters, prisoners of war, and citizens
called up through compulsory labour conscription.

The operations in which the labour armies participated were initially directed by Labour
Army Councils, whose administration was composed of army commanders and representatives of
a number of government departments. Many of the Labour Army Councils were headed by big
names from the Communist party and the Soviet government — L.D. Trotsky (the First
Revolutionary Labour Army), I.V. Stalin (the Ukrainian Army), Gr.E. Zinoviev (the Petrograd
Army), 1.N. Smirnov (the Siberian Army).
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The labour armies’ top priorities were transportation and fuel production. They were largely
employed for coal mining, peat digging, petroliferous shale and oil production, wagon and railway
engine repairs, railway and bridge repairs and clearance, etc. They were also used to ensure
sufficient peasant labour conscription.

Soviet historians used to emphasize the enormous role the Red Army had played in the
economic recovery of Soviet Russia. The extensive historiography of the Civil War — multi-
volume works, monographs, research papers — revealed impressive statistic figures which seemed
to reflect the huge contribution that the armed forces had made to handling the economic downturn.

According to the evidence we have managed to collect, the labour armies together with the
rear labour units provided an estimated 20% of oil export and 4% of oil production in Soviet Russia
in 1920, 20% of food production, 10% of firewood production. The armies employed for labour
purposes ensured the measures to stabilize the transportations in the territories fought back from
the White Guard. Throughout 1921 labour units produced 6.7% of coal in the Donbass region and
12.5% of coal in the Urals, 7.65% of oil, 5 to 13% of firewood in different parts of the country
[See 9, p. 5; 11, p. 38, 41; 12, p. 85, 125; 13, p. 18; 14, p. 12].

Nonetheless, no significant progress was made in the industries with the extensive use of
labour armies. Moreover, this progress never seemed possible. The aforementioned statistics may
appear important only in comparison to the critically low production figures for 1920-21. The use
of the armed forces for labour purposes only served to slow down the economic degradation of
Soviet Russia. Although the army was able to stem the economic plight to a certain extent, it was
never meant to overcome it.

The extensive demand for workforce needed in industry and transport had never been
supplied by the labour units. On the contrary, this demand had been on a steady increase
throughout 1920 to reach an all-time high at the peak of the military communism policy in January
— March 1921. The shortage of workforce was not a problem by itself as this shortage had been
somewhat artificially created. For instance, the Soviet railway transport industry had its railway
engine pool radically reduced in 1920, while the number of workers employed in this industry
more than doubled as compared to 1913. In the spring of 1920, a Donbass region mine worker had
7 to 12 working days a month on the average [5]. Therefore, the problem consisted in finding
efficient ways of employing the existing workers instead of additionally recruiting dozens or
hundreds of thousands of new people to subsequently organize them into labour units.

The army labour was a creation and an integral part of the military communism policy, thus
it could not be used to positively impact the vicious practices of that policy, though it was obvious
these practices heavily impeded the whole of Soviet Russia’s economy. Although some growth
was noticeable, it was achieved mainly through extensive means of production with critically low
labour efficiency, large-scale absenteeism, overmanned staff, etc. The labour armies were only
able of maintaining transport facilities and a number of militarized enterprises, while they
undoubtedly failed to seriously contribute to the national economy. Coal and oil production,
farming, railways cargo turnover, labour efficiency remained steadily, and often critically, low.
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In reality, the use of the armed forces proved effective only for short-term and emergency
tasks. Revolutionary enthusiasm could become a solid basis only for time-limited intensive
activities with tangible and visible results. Only suchlike conditions would ensure a desired result,
e.g. a bridge would be quickly rebuilt, a railway station or a railway line would be cleared, etc.
However, routine everyday work was not as encouraging and motivating, and soon revealed a huge
degree of maladjustment of the armed forces to the production processes.

As a rule, the labour efficiency of the military servicemen who did not possess proper
professional qualifications was lower than that of civil workers. The figures for the lumber logging
industry in the first six months of 1920 show it was 50% lower than that of a conscripted peasant
and 150-200% lower than that of a qualified civil professional. In coal mining the labour efficiency
of a serviceman and a qualified civil professional during the economic crisis of the summer and
early autumn of 1921 was essentially equal. But as soon as the economic situation in the industry
had stabilized, the much prevailing efficiency of professional mine workers over labour unit
members became obvious. By December 1921 the labour efficiency of a professional mine worker
was 150% higher than that of a labour unit conscript [See 4, p. 46; 9, p. 6-7].

Production costs increased expenditures on administrative staff of military units. First and
foremost, the labour armies were meant to counter the drawbacks specific to the military
communism system, such as bureaucracy, mismanagement, egalitarianism, but the part these
armies had played in the economic recovery of Soviet Russia ensured a more or less smooth
transition to peaceful economic life, despite this notion being rather conventional under the current
circumstances.

The extensive type of the military communism economy generated a feverish demand for
workforce from all sorts of economic institutions. Oversized planning, done without a careful
economic evaluation, by rule of thumb or through wishful thinking, could be much easier fulfilled
by means of labour armies rather than changes to the system. Discipline-tied soldiers, unlike civil
professionals, were highly unlikely to openly express their dissatisfaction with working conditions,
accommodation or food. Soviet authorities appeared to find it convenient to exploit them
unceremoniously, without taking responsibility for anything. Labour units were being valued only
when their potential was required at industry enterprises or other institutions, and not just as
auxiliary staff, but the main workforce, whose contribution was vital for the production process,
for the very survival of a particular industry, e. g. Donbass coalmines or oil production fields and
refineries near Grozny.

One of the key factors that hampered the effective use of the army for labour purposes was
the principle of its manning. As the labour conscription was compulsory, in the vast majority of
cases a conscript was incapable of showing a high labour efficiency in the long term. Furthermore,
his work was only remotely related to material rewards adequate to the amount of time and energy
spent. Even when food and equipment supplies were sufficient and bonuses for the job done were

fairly distributed, the prospects of boosting labour armies’ efficiency were restricted. The practice
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showed that once the food supplies were enough and labour conscripts did not suffer from
malnutrition, it was practically impossible to incite any further interest in the conscripts for
increasing their earnings. The situation with civil professionals was entirely different — as they had
families and homes, their motivation was incomparably higher.

On the whole, labour armies proved effective as an emergency means of tackling economic
problems and ensuring immediate economic operations. To a certain degree, labour army
conscripts frequently acted like blacklegs, taking over mine workers, oilmen, builders, lumbermen,
steelworkers who did not wish to work out of sheer enthusiasm or for a minimal food ration while
a severe economic crisis was raging across the country. Late in 1921 L. G. Shapiro (a Soviet
politician, a member of the Riga branch of the BUND (1903), a member of the BUND Central
Committee abroad; he joined the Bolshevik ranks after the October Revolution in 1917, he pursued
his career in the People’s Commissariat for Education, the People’s Commissariat for Finance,
and political authorities of the Red Army), in his report to I. V. Stalin, was backing the idea of
keeping the Donetsk Labour Army active as he pointed out that the coalmining industry was being
highly unstable and a recession of the crisis could occur since Menshevik and nationalist ideas
were popular among the workers. To that end, labour conscripts were particularly required as they
were “highly disciplined, incapable of going on any strikes and ready to promptly step into the
breach should the professional mine workers quit the industry” [11, p. 30 06.].

The political importance of labour armies and smaller labour units seems to be noteworthy
as they were employed not only for rebuilding the national economy, but were often recurred to in
order to exercise control over the territories where civil authorities had not been appointed yet or
appeared not strong enough, in many cases taking over these authorities’ powers and functions.

In case the Soviet power was being established in a politically or economically troubled area,
its militarization and the subsequent use of militarized forms of government was an urgent need
of the moment. As the old system of government was no longer valid and the new one was only
being introduced, the army appeared to be a stabilizing factor which role turned out to be beneficial
for maintaining transport facilities, providing at least primary conditions for industry to perform
its functions, contributing to public institutions returning to normal everyday routines, staging
social and cultural events that were often utilized for propaganda purposes, ensuring law and order
for those who sided with the new Soviet authorities. The armed forces helped to prevent different
parts of Soviet Russia from plunging deeper into chaos and economic collapse.

It was not the immediate practical operations of labour units or even armies that mattered
most. The major contribution that the armed forces had made was the new principles of
organization and day-to-day management in industry alongside a vast degree of militarization of
enterprises, coal mines, oil fields, and railways in a number of territories of Soviet Russia. Only in
this respect the employment of the regular armed forces for economic tasks seemed effective and
well-founded as labour armies’ involvement in the national economy was to a certain extent
justified in light of its across-the-board militarization. The regular armed forces appeared to be an

ideal instrument of mobilizing all of the country’s production forces, implementing the
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compulsory labour conscription, suppressing all sorts of real and potential opposition to the regime
of the day. This was the scope of responsibility where the labour armies proved effective, and in
this field their role has to be acknowledged positive. As for the combat employment of the labour
units, it was largely reduced to suppressing rebel groups and deserters, as prompt availability,
combat readiness and day-to-day field training were practically incompatible with carrying out
everyday economic operations.

Once the Civil War came to an end and the New Economic Policy was adopted, the need for
the labour armies vanished. Late in 1921-1922 these units were gradually reduced to be
subsequently dissolved.

Despite the limited time span in which the labour armies had operated, they left a clear
impact on the further course of events in Soviet Russia as the experience of their employment for
economic and day-to-day management tasks would be required in the decades to come.

A number of important conclusions had been made and put in the reports of some of the
commanders of labour armies or brigades [See, for instance, 19, p. 78-79; 24, p. 3-6]. First, labour
enforcement was justified in remote areas only where no other workforce was available. Second,
it was effective only in case of emergency operations that were of paramount importance for the
national economy. Third, only militarized form of labour was appropriate as the practice of
compulsory labour conscription of civilians failed miserably to meet the purpose. Fourth, a
stimulation and punishment system was required for ensuring or non-ensuring the established
productivity quotas. Fifth, compulsory labour had to be a massive enterprise.

Not surprisingly, suchlike ideas were readily recurred to in the 1930s and 1940s when the
compulsory labour conscription was reintroduced in USSR. This type of organized labour was
badly wanted for emergency operations in industry.

Nonetheless, the massive use of the armed forces for labour purposes is always a reaction to
the critical situation in which a country finds itself, when neither political nor economic challenges
can be responded to by standard means. Thus, the employment of militarized labour units at
peacetime can never be justified.
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THE MODERN ETHNIC IDENTITY OF THE KALMYK ETHNIC GROUP: THE INFLUENCE
OF MATERIAL CULTURE AND RITUAL PRACTICES

Abstract. The article is devoted to the
influence of material culture and ritual
practices on the modern ethnic identity of the
Kalmyk people. Currently, a kind of ethnic
“renaissance” is taking place in Kalmykia,
which  manifests itself both in the
transformation and reactualization of existing
ethnic trends, as well as in the construction
(reconstruction) of neo-ethnics, the search for
new motives of ethnic identity. In addition,
there is a local “local” identity, an association
of oneself with the administrative region of
residence, each of which has its own
established ethnocultural specifics. Such
ethnotransformation processes were reflected
in the related religious and civic affiliation, in
the view of one's own history and one's own
place in this world. The specificity of the ethnic
“renaissance” in modern Kalmyk society is
associated with the processes of ethnocultural
adaptation of Kalmyks among the peoples of
the Volga region and the North Caucasus after
their arrival on the Volga in the XVII century.
In the XIX-XX centuries, the reduction of
pasture lands led to a crisis of nomadic
economy and caused the gradual transition of
the Kalmyk people to a sedentary lifestyle.
However, the Kalmyks did not copy the way of
life of neighboring sedentary peoples, but
adapted it to their needs based on their own
ideas about the world order. Ethnic specificity
is reflected in the rituals of the life cycle, as
well as calendar rituals. Currently, there has
been a change in the maternity rite only in the
methods and place of delivery. However,
during the prenatal period, food and behavioral
prohibitions imposed on a woman persist.
Thus, the isolated residence of Kalmyks in the
Lower Volga region in a non-ethnic, non-
confessional and foreign-speaking region,
connected by common origin, common history,
customs and aware of themselves as a whole
since the 19th century, led to the formation of

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their ethnic identity. Since the second half of
the twentieth century, when the Kalmyks
gradually lost some of their specific features,
this led to a change in ethnic identity. The
processes of changing various aspects of ethnic
culture represent the life of an ethnic group, a
living process of its development and
transformation.

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Introduction.

The study of the processes of changing the structure of the ethnic and civil identity of the
Kalmyk ethnos in ritual and commemorative practices is relevant, because at the present stage, a
kind of ethnic “renaissance” is taking place, which manifests itself both in the transformation and
re-actualization of already existing ethnic trends, and in the construction (reconstruction) of neo-
ethnics, the search for new motives of ethnic identity.

These trends are characteristic of all ethnic groups that have entered the modern stage of
development, including the ethnic groups of Russia. Kalmyks are no exception; they also have a
more complex identity structure, and new forms of ethnicity are being formed. An example is
identifying oneself with the “Oirats”, referring to a historical group of Western Mongolian tribes.
Traditional subethnic identification into four groups (Torguts, Derbets, Hosheuts, Buzavs) in the
modern world also experiences a tendency to branch into generic subsections of identity (Tsoros,
Hoyts, etc.) [2, p. 4].
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In addition, there is also a local “local” identity, an association of oneself with the
administrative region of residence, each of which has its own established ethnocultural specifics
[1, p. 135-143]. Such ethnotransformation processes were reflected in related religious and civic
affiliations, in the view of one’s history and one’s own place in this world.

Thus, we can say that the “renaissance” of ethnicity in the modern world has complicated
the structure of ethnic identity and created the need for ethnographic research into its
transformation. To better understand the specifics of the ethnic “renaissance” in modern Kalmyk
society, it is necessary to turn to the origins of the formation of the ethnic group, to the process of
ethnocultural adaptation of Kalmyks among the peoples of the Volga region and the North
Caucasus after their arrival on the Volga in the 17th century.

The purpose of the article is to study the influence of material culture and ritual practices on
the modern ethnic identity of the Kalmyk people.

Materials and methods of research.

The work used field materials [15] collected by the authors in Tselinny, Gorodovikovsky
and Ketchenerovsky districts of the Republic of Kalmykia in 2023, as well as archival and
published sources. It should be noted that the problems of material culture and ritual practices
among the Kalmyks began to be fully studied in the second half of the 20th century. Researchers
U.E. Erdniev, D.D. Shalkhakov, E.P. Bakaeva, E.-B.M. Guchinova, M.M. Batmaev, T.l. Sharaeva
[3; 4; 6; 8; 14; 17] and others studied various aspects of the traditional culture of the Kalmyk
people. At the same time, the issues of forming the modern identity of the Kalmyks, for a number
of reasons, were not at the center of their interests.

The methodological basis of the study is a synergetic approach, which presupposes the unity
of general scientific and special scientific methods used with the priority of comparative historical
and systemic methods, the unity of historical and logical, consideration of the individual and social
in their dialectical unity.

Results and its discussion

The ethnocultural interaction of Kalmyks with the peoples of the VVolga region and the North
Caucasus noticeably intensified in the 19th—20th centuries, when the reduction of pasture lands
led to a crisis in the nomadic economy and caused a gradual transition of the Kalmyk people to a
sedentary lifestyle. However, the Kalmyks did not copy the way of life of neighboring settled
peoples, but adapted it to their needs based on their own ideas about the world order.

Thus, in the summer, Kalmyks roamed the steppe and spent the winter in dugouts. At the
beginning of the 19th century housing construction in the Kalmyk steppe was influenced by the
architecture of the cities and villages of the Lower Volga region, where the local population,
mostly Russian, built houses of stone, brick and wood, from which the Kalmyks adopted the
experience of building permanent housing. However, in more remote areas of the steppe, the cost
of building materials such as stone, brick, and wood increased sharply due to the complexity of
transportation, which made permanent housing inaccessible to residents of the western and
southern uluses. Therefore, the Kalmyks of these uluses initially built the most primitive types of
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housing — dugouts. A new stage began in the development of permanent housing for Kalmyks,
when in 1846 a decree “On the settlement of roads in the Kalmyk lands of the Astrakhan province”
was issued [11, p. 725-726]. From this period, as a result of the settlement of roads in the Kalmyk
uluses, peasant migrants from Southern Russia and Ukraine appeared. Immigrants from the
Voronezh, Tambov, Kharkov, Yekaterinoslav and Tauride provinces brought to Kalmykia a new,
previously little-known type of housing — an adobe hut without a ceiling or a mud hut. It was a
structure made of clay bricks or brushwood coated with clay. This type of dwelling by that time
was already widespread in the northern Black Sea steppes, the North Caucasus and partly on the
Lower Don.

The ethnic specificity of Kalmyks is noticeably manifested in their diet. This was especially
pronounced with the appearance of fish dishes in the diet. Until the 19th century Kalmyks
consumed fish only sporadically. However, the process of mass ruin of pastoralists in the 19th
century. influenced the development of fishing among the Kalmyks. Residents of the Yandyko-
Mochazhny and Khosheutovsky uluses, located next to the VVolga and other large bodies of water,
were the first to eat fish [10, p. 20].

The crisis of nomadic cattle breeding also increased the demand among Kalmyks for
vegetables and fruits. From the middle of the 19th century extremely impoverished Kalmyk
families in coastal areas began to grow and consume vegetables and fruits. At the same time, flour
and cereal dishes began to appear in Kalmyk cuisine, which was the result of the development of
otkhodnichestvo among Kalmyks and the Russian-Ukrainian resettlement movement. At the same
time, the Kalmyks creatively modified these dishes, introducing new ingredients and cooking
methods. For example, pieces of fruit began to be added to the bulmg choux pastry dish; various
porridges with milk appeared (rice, buckwheat, semolina, etc.) [7, p. 74; 8, p. 117].

At the beginning of the 18th century traditional Kalmyk clothing began to include some
elements of clothing of other peoples. For example, from the 18th century. The traditional Kalmyk
men's costume — the lavshig robe — begins to be replaced by a beshmet (byushmud) [5, p. 148].
The beshmet was a single-breasted caftan, which was fastened at the waist with silk loops and
small buttons. The popularity of the beshmet led to the fact that by the end of the 19th century.
only the older generation wore a cloth robe. According to most pre-revolutionary researchers, the
beshmet was borrowed from the Caucasian peoples. As a result of our research, we can assume
that the basis of the beshmet was the traditional Circassian men's costume of the 18th century,
since the degree of ethnocultural ties with the Kabardians was quite high. The fact that the beshmet
is borrowed specifically from the Caucasian peoples is supported by the fact that the costume
contains such elements as gazyri — leather sockets for wooden tubes, where rifle cartridges were
previously inserted (4-8 pieces on each side), a stand-up collar and a typesetting belt, which was
a mandatory attribute of the beshmet and was called serkish bus (Circassian belt) [16]. Once on
the “Kalmyk soil”, the beshmet underwent a number of transformations that brought it closer to
the traditional costume. In particular, according to the Kalmyk tradition, the sleeves were not sewn
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in, they were sewn longer than the arms, ended in funnel-shaped cuffs at the wrists and were
gathered into folds at the elbows. The Kalmyk ornament on the braid, cuffs and collar gave the
beshmet a unique flavor. Already by the beginning of the 20th century. Residents of the coastal
and Volga uluses wore traditional clothes only for holidays [14].

Ethnic specificity is reflected in the rituals of the life cycle, as well as calendar rituals. In
maternity rituals, only the methods and location of childbirth have changed. Today, to save the life
of the child and mother, the woman in labor is sent to a specialized medical institution, where she
Is under the supervision of medical workers. However, during the prenatal period, dietary and
behavioral prohibitions imposed on women remain. The practice of turning to healers for the safe
birth of a child continues, with preference given to representatives of Tatar and Russian nationality.
This contributes to the fact that the methods of treatment they offer become widely known among
Kalmyks and the most used, which contradicts the traditional ideas of Kalmyks about the world
around them [21, p. 56]. Among representatives of some Kalmyk clans, we have recorded a
number of prohibitions associated with the subethnic division of Kalmyks. Particularly highlighted
are prohibitions on actions by a pregnant woman that could cause harm on a sacred or physical
level to her husband’s close relatives. Representatives of the western regions (Buzavs - former
Don Cossacks), as a result of long-term cohabitation with immigrants of Russian and Ukrainian
nationality, and later the Germans, preference in the diet of a pregnant woman is given to plant
products.

After giving birth, a Kalmyk woman is discharged home, where relatives can immediately
come to the child to congratulate her; here we can note a change in the structure of Kalmyk rituals.
So, if in the past the rituals of initiation and the first visits to relatives took place only seven days
after the umbilical cord fell off, now this period has been reduced to several days [18, p. 117-153].
There is currently no custom of storing the umbilical cord, however, we have recorded the
preservation by some Kalmyks of the umbilical cord of a newborn born in the 60—70s of the last
century, which indicates a recent departure from this custom. The naming process especially
clearly shows the ethnic identity of the Kalmyks. If earlier naming took place after the initiation
ceremony, then in the modern period the choice of a name for a newborn occurs in the maternity
hospital upon discharge. It can be noted that in the 50-60s Kalmyks began to have two names: the
Russian name was written down in official documents, and the Kalmyk name was used in the
family. For example: in documents - Larisa, at home — Baira [15; 7, p. 4].

In the family and marital relations of the Kalmyks, patrilineal exogamy is observed,
including some archaic elements of matrilocal marriage. Until the middle of the 20th century.
exogamy was dictated by a strict ban on marriage until the seventh generation in the paternal
family. The marriage took place after matchmaking, with a symbolic ransom payment. The bride
had to have a dowry that fully provided the interior decoration of the home and household items.
Close relatives of both parties to the marriage provided all possible assistance to them in collecting
the necessary funds for the main wedding ceremonies. Help from relatives was expressed in
financial and material support.

Polygamy was not practiced in traditional society. There are only isolated cases where
another wife was taken, but only with the consent of the first wife and because of her childlessness.
Marriage through bride kidnapping, although it did occur, was an extremely rare occurrence. Over
the last century, the structure of traditional Kalmyk wedding rituals has undergone significant
changes caused by the transition from a nomadic to a sedentary lifestyle, foreign ethnic
surroundings, the period of deportation of Kalmyks to Siberia, etc. Many stages that were
conditioned in the past by nomadic life have completely disappeared from the structure of the
Kalmyk wedding. The understanding of the role of traditional wedding participants has been
significantly lost, but it has not lost its ethnic identity. The wedding cycle of a modern Kalmyk
wedding opens with the acquaintance of representatives of the two parties to be married.

A traditional Kalmyk wedding is a complex set of various customs and rituals that
incorporate the ideological, social, legal norms and aesthetic ideas of the Kalmyks. Each subethnic
group of Kalmyks had local peculiarities of wedding ceremonies and their own wedding symbols.
However, in the wedding rituals of Kalmyks XIX—XX centuries there were more similarities than
differences. In the traditional Kalmyk wedding cycle, there are three main stages: pre-wedding,
wedding, post-wedding. The main stages of the wedding ceremony take place before sunset,
regardless of location. Within each stage, some rituals were lost.

Currently, all wedding ceremonies are held from the morning of one day to the morning of
the next for rural areas, for the urban population — one day. The practice of donating shoulder
clothing has been partially lost. The true meaning of bringing a live ram to a wedding has been
lost: in the past, it was used to perform the ritual of fire sacrifice on the side of the bride after her
departure. Currently, the practice of performing this ritual takes place only in those clans where
there are senior representatives of the clan who are well informed in traditional rituals. However,
in rural areas, bringing a live ram is still an integral part of the gifts brought by the groom at a
wedding; the urban population has practically not preserved this practice. On the groom's side,
before entering the house, the bride bows at the threshold. Instead of a felt bedding, a specially
brought small mattress is used. Marriage registration is carried out at the registry office. During
the Soviet period, a peculiar ritual developed: after the wedding, the newlyweds, accompanied by
their relatives, go around the main attractions of the locality. The urban population actively
practices holding a wedding party together between two families, which is explained by economic
reasons. In rural areas, the practice of holding a separate wedding evening continues. On the eve
of the wedding night, the bride's hair is symbolically divided, although this can be difficult to do
with modern short hairstyles [20].

Post-wedding rituals currently include visiting the bride’s relatives and introducing the
newlyweds to relatives of both parties, whose houses they visit with gifts [19].

The funeral rites of the Kalmyks have undergone significant changes over several centuries
in connection with the historical processes taking place in society. As many researchers noted
before 20-30. XX century the funeral rite of the Kalmyks was largely formed under the influence
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of religious ideas, which over time, overlapping each other, were recorded in it [4, p. 98-110; 12,
p. 9-16; 13, p. 115-121]. During the period of forced relocation to Siberia in the 40-50s of XX
century the structure, and especially the semantics of this complex, were largely lost. Data from
field materials indicate that during the deportation the Kalmyks, finding themselves in a foreign
cultural environment without the opportunity to observe traditional funeral rites, were forced to
adopt elements of the funeral rites of the peoples around them in exile. They began to bury me in
a cemetery, in a wooden coffin, and put a fence on the grave. A memorial dinner appeared not
only on the day of the funeral, but also on the 7th and 49th days [15].

In Soviet times, civil rituals were instilled, where an important place was occupied by a
funeral meeting, at which relatives, colleagues, and friends spoke, which contradicted the
traditional silence. It is impossible not to note the appearance of mourning bands, wreaths, and
music. However, it is necessary to note the preservation of traditional elements — the orientation
of the graves is west-east, the offering of food to the souls of the deceased, the ritual of “invoking
happiness” buoy kelgn, interrupting the mutual attraction of the soul of the deceased and living
relatives tachal [15].

Changes in the structure and semantics of funeral rituals were also influenced by the multi-
ethnic environment. Currently, due to the increase in national self-awareness, there is a return to
traditional rituals, including funeral and memorial rituals.

The cemetery as a cultural phenomenon in the life of the Kalmyk ethnos has been practically
not studied. For Kalmyk nomads in the past, the presence of permanent cemeteries was not typical.
With the beginning of the transition to sedentism, the Kalmyks began to have cemeteries, and we
can talk about the emergence of a new ritual associated with this phenomenon. Since the beginning
of the 20th century and to this day, burials are carried out in the ground, in a grave pit one meter
wide, two meters long, and about two meters deep [15].

The practice of installing tombstones and fences arose, which went through a number of
stages of development. The most common tombstones among Kalmyks are wooden tetrahedrons
—bumba. The next type of graves — the Soviet period — has iron fences and iron tombstones topped
with red stars or just an arrow (tip). The third type is the graves of the late 80s and early 90s of the
XX century, they are distinguished by massive marble tombstones, inscriptions on the gravestone,
flower beds, portraits (carved in marble or made on an iron base). Tombstones of the late 90s of
the XX century. and the beginning of the 21st century. made in the “oriental style”, with finials
stylized as Buddhist pagodas or suburgans. Graves of relatives dating back to around the early 60s.
XX century, are located compactly, several generations are buried on one side and, if possible, in
a row. The graves of spouses are usually located nearby: the wife’s grave is on the left and, as it
were, at the feet of the spouse [15].

You can note the addition of rituals when visiting a cemetery. So, during funerals a year or
more later, it is customary for close relatives to come to clean and put the graves in order. These
actions are carried out in relation to the burials of all relatives, regardless of the degree of
relationship. You should leave a few coins and the treats you brought with you on the graves.
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Nothing can be taken from the cemetery; When leaving the cemetery, you must fumigate yourself
with incense. Currently, burials are usually cleaned at Easter or during a family visit before the
funeral service, which indicates an innovation adopted from the funeral rites of the Russian people.
A new sign associated with this ritual is that the cemetery cannot be expanded, since this, according
to the sign, can lead to the death of the remaining members of the clan or residents of the area (i.e.,
as if new places for graves are being prepared).

Conclusions.

Thus, the isolated and permanent residence of Kalmyks in the Lower Volga region in a
foreign ethnic, religious and foreign language region, connected by a common origin, common
history, customs and realizing themselves as a single whole since the 19th century, led to the
formation of their ethnic identity. From the second half of the twentieth century. Kalmyks
gradually lost some of their specific characteristics, which led to a change in ethnic identity. The
processes of change in various aspects of ethnic culture represent the life of an ethnic group, the
living process of its development and transformation. Analysis and recording of this data is the
most important scientific task.
